Vice Chairman Owens asked Mr. Rhodes to respond to Mr. Vanderford.  Mr. Rhodes said 
if the facility is already in place he can continue to operate the way it is.     Mr. Rhodes said the 
ordinance does not eliminate proposed uses from the zoning district.  He said there will be a 
zoning district, zoned for heavy commercial that would allow for this type of use versus general 
commercial. 

 
Commissioner James asked about U-Haul trailers.  Mr. Rhodes said it is very similar to 

what was done when zoning was put in place.  Existing usees stay in place until they go out of 
business for more then six months.  He said if a business is leasing or renting U-Hauls a business 
can continue to do that off general commercial property.   

 
Commissioner Hammond asked about the citizen response regarding the ordinance.  Mr. 

Rhodes said there has not been many.

Yasny Management Corporation Rezoning -- Zoning Ordinance Map Amendment  - James  Rhodes 
 
Information Provided with the Agenda  
 

The Pitt County Planning Department is in receipt of a petition from Yasny Management 
Corporation  requesting that its property be rezoned from Rural Residential to General 
Commercial (GC).  The subject property is identified by the Tax Assessor's Office as Parcel 
Number 39985 and is located on the eastern side of NC 11 North, north of its intersection with SR 
1514 (Staton Mill Road). The subject property is approximately 0.68 acres, the entirety of which is 
proposed for rezoning.  
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The Planning Board reviewed this rezoning request at its February 21st meeting and 
voted unanimously to recommend denial of the request and to advise that it is not consistent with 
the Pitt County Comprehensive Land Use Plan and other applicable plans. However, Planning 
staff recommends approval and advises that the rezoning request is in general conformance with 
the land use plan given its designation as Suburban Residential and its location along a major 
thoroughfare.  This request has previously been postponed three times per the applicant's 
request. 

 
The schedule for consideration of the rezoning request is as follows: 
· May 19, 2007 through June 3, 2007 - Advertise public hearing in Daily Reflector and   
notify adjacent property owners  
· June 4, 2007 - Board of County Commissioners Public Hearing 
 
Written statement by the Planning Board on the request's consistency with the Pitt 

County Comprehensive Land Use Plan a list of adjacent property owners, a flow chart that 
depicts the amendment process, a final staff report, and a locational map of the property.

He said the Yasny public hearing has been pose-poned for a 
number of months and the Planning department thought it was time to move forward.  Mr. 
Rhodes said Mr. Armstrong  has changed his mind about the type of use.  He said it may be 
better if the Yasny request was heard at a later date after the new zoning categories are in place.

Mr. Elliott gave the Board an overview of the next meeting dates.  
 
Mr. Elliott spoke about Medicaid relief and how it affects Pitt County. He said the Rand 

bill would impose a local option sales tax for counties.  The State of North Carolina would take 
one of Pitt County’s pennies away as sales tax revenue and give the option to impose an 
additional penny on top of the current six and half for total Medicaid Relief.   Pitt County would 
benefit about twelve million a year.  The Clodfelter bill has no sales tax increase.  The State does 
take the entire Medicaid burden off the county.    He said with the Clodfelter bill Pitt County would 
net about two million dollars.  Mr. Elliott said when the General Assembly relieves counties of the 
Medicaid burden they will not consider any other types of revenue for a long time.  He said it is 
important to support the Rand bill.  Rand bill will exonerate the county of all Medicaid.  

 
Mr. Elliott announced the National Association of Counties (NACo)  Conference, July 13-

17, Richmond Virginia and the North Carolina Association of County Commissioners (NCACC) 
100th Annual Conference, August 16-19, Cumberland County. 

 
 Vice Chairman Owens spoke about the Rand bill being Pitt County’s best shot of 
receiving Medicaid relief.  The General Assembly still needs to pursue the sales tax, it still may be 
an option for the county.  
 
Report on Public Forum of Draft US 264 East Small Area Land Use Plan - James  Rhodes 
 
Information Provided with the Agenda  
 

As requested by Commissioner James, Planning staff will report on the May 24th public 
forum for the draft US 264 East Land Use Plan.  Over 100 property owners and interested 
citizens attended the forum to review the draft document and provide input. 
 
Manager Comments  
 

It should be noted that this small area land use plan is still a "draft proposal".  The 
Planning Department, working with the Wooten Company, drafted the proposal.  The draft plan 
was then presented to the Planning Board as information.  From there it was presented to the 
public in a Public Forum on May 24th.  Based upon the input from the forum, the Planning 
Department plans to hold an additional forum in the near future.   This will be held before any 
formal public hearings are scheduled for this plan. 

 
Once the plan is ready for pubic input via a public hearing, this will occur first with the 

Planning Board and then with the Board of County Commissioners. 
 
It should be further noted that this plan has four goals: 
1) Establishment of growth and development standards 
2) Protect the natural environment 
3) Managing corridor access 
4) Planning for the Northeast bypass interchange
